                                                  Read the instructions before marking your Ballot. 

1. Read the Ballot carefully before marking. The left side of the Ballot shows how many candidates 

you can vote for each position. 

2. You have the option of either: 

A. voting for a Slate by marking an X in the Slate box at the top of the column. The vote for a 

Slate is counted as a vote for every member of the Slate.

B. voting for individual candidates by placing an X in the box next to the candidate’s name.

6. DO NOT DAMAGE YOUR NAME OR ADDRESS OR CONTROL NUMBER CODE ON 

THE BUSINESS REPLY ENVELOPE. The Elections Committee will use this information solely 

to verify your eligibility to vote in the election. The secrecy of your vote will be protected because 

the SECRET BALLOT envelope will be separated from the business reply envelope, and then 

mixed with the other SECRET BALLOT envelopes before they are all opened and counted.
